We use a wide range of strategies — from visual supports sensory breaks, to adaptive
teaching emotional check-ins — to help children engage, enjoy thrive in their learning.

How You Can Support Inclusion at Home:

Here are a few simple, powerful ways to support your child’s learning wellbeing at home:

e Talk about feelings daily: Use simple language like “I felt proud today when..” or “l was
frustrated because..” to help children express emotions confidently.

e Create routines: Predictable routines help all children feel secure calm, especially during
busy mornings or before bed.

e Encourage independence: Give your child time to solve small problems or make simple
choices, like what to wear or how to organise homework.

e Celebrate effort, not just results: Praising persistence trying again helps build resilience a
growth mindset.

e Limit screen time before bed: This helps improve focus, emotional regulation sleep quality —
all key for learning.

e Stay connected with school: If you’re unsure how to support your child, reach out. We’re here
to work in partnership with you.
