SDG 7: Affordable and Clean Energy
Use Solar Energy Where Possible
Take advantage of the UAE's abundant sunshine
by using solar-powered lights, chargers and
water heaters at home or school.

Fact: The UAE is home to the Mohammed bin
Rashid Al Maktoum Solar Park, one of the

largest solar energy projects in the world,
aiming to produce 5,000 MW by 2030.
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"Calm in the Chaos" means finding small, .
peaceful moments—even on the busiest
days. It's about pausing on purpose: a
deep breath, a quiet minute, a calm tone.
These little moments help children feel
safe and steady, no matter what’s going

on around them.
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HPL TIPS

Parent Tips for Using HPL to Develop Empathy at Home

e Model Empathetic Behaviour
Show your child how to listen actively, respond with kindness and consider others' feelings in daily interactions
—both in and outside the home.

e Talk About Feelings Openly
Use everyday situations (books, news, or family events) to name and explore emotions. Ask, “"How do you think
they might be feeling?” or "What would you do in their shoes?”

e Encourage Perspective-Taking
When your child disagrees with someone, help them see the other person's point of view. Say, “Why might they
think or feel that way?”

o Celebrate Acts of Kindness
Recognise and praise moments when your child shows compassion or helps others. Reinforce that empathy is a
strength and a sign of maturity.

e Expose Them to Diverse Stories
Read books or watch age-appropriate films with characters from different cultures, backgrounds and
experiences. Use these stories to discuss fairness, inclusion and emotional understanding.

Home Activity: ‘Step Into Their Shoes’ Role Play Game

Focus: Developing Empathy
What You'll Need:

e Scenario cards (written on slips of paper or index cards)

¢ A quiet space for discussion or role play

e 15-20 minutes of focused time
How It Works:

1. Write or print out everyday scenarios that involve social or emotional challenges (see examples below).

2.Take turns drawing a scenario and acting it out or simply discussing how someone might feel in that

situation.

3. After each role play or discussion, ask:

e “How do you think the person felt?”

e “What could you do to help them feel better?”

e "Has anything like this happened to you?”
Example Scenarios:

e A child is left out of a group at break time.
Someone makes a mistake in class and feels embarrassed.
A friend’s pet has died and they're very sad.

A new learner joins the school and doesn’t speak English well.

Someone is being teased for getting something wrong.

Extension:

Create a weekly Kindness Challenge—ask your child to do one empathetic act each week (e.g. helping a friend,
writing a kind note or standing up for someone). Reflect together on how it felt and what impact it had.
