5 Parent Tips for Developing the ‘Hardworking Beaver’ HPL Trait at Home

¢ Set High but Achievable Expectations
Encourage your child to always aim to do their best praise the process of learning rather than just the outcome. Say
things like, “*I'm proud of how much effort you put into that.”

e Establish Routines and Structure
Create a consistent space and time for homework, reading or creative tasks. This helps your child develop habits of
sustained effort and focus.

e Break Big Tasks into Smaller Steps
Teach your child how to plan their work by breaking it down and tackling one step at a time. Celebrate each completed
part to build a sense of progress.

e Encourage Grit and Resilience
When things get tough, avoid jumping in too soon. Instead, guide them with prompts like, “What could you try next?” or
“What helped you last time?”

e Celebrate a Strong Work Ethic
Use real-life role models (including yourself) to show how hard work leads to success. Let your child see you persist
through challenges and reflect on your own effort.

Home Activity: ‘Beaver Builder Challenge’
Focus: Developing Perseverance, Focus and Independence
What You'll Need:
e A small construction project or craft (e.g. LEGO, puzzle, model, baking or building something from recycling
materials)
e A timer or clock
e A 'Beaver Log’ (simple notebook or sheet for tracking progress and reflection)

How It Works:
1.Choose a challenge that takes at least 2—3 sessions to complete.
2.Set clear expectations: “This is your independent project. Your job is to plan, stick with it and finish it with pride.”
3.Each session, the child:
e Logs what they did
e Writes or talks about what was tricky
o Reflects: "What helped me keep going?” or "What did I learn about myself as a learner?”
4. At the end, celebrate their perseverance and final product!

As we move through the final weeks of term, we wanted to share some updates from the Inclusion Department and thank you for your
ongoing support.

Supporting Emotional Regulation

Across the school, we've been focusing on helping children recognise and manage their emotions. Our use of calming spaces, sensory
tools and visual communication strategies is growing. We've seen students successfully asking for help, taking short regulation breaks and
showing increased independence — wonderful signs of progress!

Individual Support Plan Reviews

We are currently holding end-of-year review meetings for students with Individual Education Plans (IEPs). These are a chance to reflect
on achievements and adjust support as needed. If your child has an IEP and your meeting hasn't yet been scheduled, you'll hear from us
soon.

Transition Support for September

Many students benefit from extra support when preparing to move to a new year group. The Inclusion Team has started creating social
stories, organising familiarisation visits and planning small-group sessions for children who may need a bit more help during the
transition. If you'd like your child to be included in this support, please speak to your class teacher.

Partnership with NECC

We are currently in the process of establishing a partnership with the New England Center for Children (NECC). This will allow us to
strengthen our behaviour support practices and access expert guidance in behaviour therapy. We are excited about the potential of this
collaboration and look forward to sharing more as it develops.

From building confidence to managing big feelings, we're proud of every step forward our students take. Whether it's using more words,
staying focused for longer or making a new friend — these moments matter. Thank you for working with us to support your child’s unique
journey.
